ACP Generator for Alfresco ECM
The purpose of the utility to import bulk documents into Alfresco with their meta data based on a custom content model and convert them to ACP file then import it into Alfresco. It reads custom content model, documents and CSV file and create ACP file.

The tool was developed using .NET framework 2.0, and it is open source you can use it and redistribute it without any licensing
This tool was developed based on ACPGeneratr utility idea.

The tool was tested with Alfresco 2.1 and the latest Alfresco 3.0 Lab edition, and also non-Latin language support
Before Getting Started

Assuming the main folder name is ACP, the folder of the imported document must be as the below structure
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Content Folder (don't change the folder name): contains all documents that need to be imported (images, word, pdf, etc…)
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Definition files (don't change the folder name): contains two files: Alfresco custom model as an XML file and CSV that contains the meta data of the content files
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The CSV file structure must be as following
First line:
cm:title, <1st custom property>, <2nd custom proerty>,etc…

2nd Line:

<document name>, <value1>,<value2>.etc…
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When all above steps are taken care of, you are ready to generate your ACP file and import it into Alfresco

1. Determine the path for 'ACP'  folder:
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2. click 'Generate ACP' button,  and if everything run well you will get the successful message
3. ACP Generator create a folder that named 'Output'  as follows:
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Open the Output folder, It creates a compressed file that named 'output' with an extension '.ACP' (picture below)
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Open now Alfresco interface an import the output.acp file, if everything went fine all your imported documents are now in alfresco repository with their meta data
Known issues

1. The bulk insert does not deal with categories, but you can add it

2. The Folder (ACP) is hard coded but this can be changed to be dynamic
